Foreword

To be awarded Western Australian Certificate of Education (WACE), students must meet a number of
requirements. The first of these is a set of general requirements about course completion. Other requirements
include demonstrating the literacy and numeracy standare, headth and depth requirement and the
achievement standard requirement. All requirements must be met for a student to be awarded a WACE.

Students entering Year 11 in 2020 now h#wee options for the course completion requirement to achieve
the WACEhrough their course combinatioria Year 12The third option has been added to the options
introduced for Year 12s in 2016. You n@ang with the other requirements that need to be met, are able to
complete:

91 atleast four Year 12 ATAR coutseR
91 five Year 12 General courses and/or ATAR courses, or equiva@int,
1 a Certificate Il (or higher) VET qualification in combination with ATAR, General or Foundation courses.

As you read through the handbook, you will see how the three options work.

Thenew option gives you the opportunity to complete five Year 12 General courses and/or ATAR courses, or
equivalent, if you choose not to undertake four or more ATAR courses in Year 12 or a VET Certificate Il or
higher.

We want all students to enrol in challengirengor secondary programs and some of you would benefit from
having the option of choosing an additional course rather than undertaking a VET qualification.

It is important that you know that the standard of the WACE has not dropped in any way and naikibgédm
taken away from students. Rather, the change means that students have been provided with more choice in
their senior secondary study programs.

From 2021, if you take a Foundation course in Year 12, you will need to complete a VET Certifibégbel or
to achieve your WACE. This is to make sure you are well prepared for entering the workforce or further
training.

As you begin the process of selecting your courses for Years 11 and 12, you should talk with your parents and
teachers about the pathwathat will work best for you so that your options during and after school meet your
needs, interests and aspirations.

test/s. If you subsequently demonstrate the literacy (reading and writing) and numeracy standard
and meet all the WACE requirements current at the time, you will be issued with a WACE.

International and matureage students

If you are an international and/or matuiggestudent, you are required to sit th@LNA at the first
available opportunity. Iyou have notpre-qualified through NAPLA&Nd, choosenot to sit the
OLNA, you wilhot qualify for the WACE.

Adjustments

If you have a condition/s that magrgnificantlylimit your capacity tgarticipate in the OLNA,
disabilityadjustment provisions for timedssessments are available.

Unit equivalents

The WACE requirement for at least 20 uaitsl at least 14 C grades may be met pdtilpugh unit
equivalents. These are unitgithin VET and endorsed programs of Ieastnominal hours. They are
known as uniequivalents because they are considesgfliivalent to one unit of a Year 11 or Yéar
course.

You can obtain nit equivalents through/ET qualifications and/or endorspdograms. The
maximum number of uniéquivalets available through VET aerddorsed programs is four Year 11
unitsand four Year 12 units.

Breadth and depth

o four units from an English course, post-Year 10, including at least one pair of
Year 12 units from an English learning area course

* one pair of Year 12 units from each of List A (arts/languages/social sciences)
and List B (mathematics/science/technology) subjects.

Achievement standard

You must achieve at least 14 C grades or higher (or equivalents) in Year 11 and
Year 12 units, including at least six C grades (or equivalents) in Year 12 units.

Unit equivalents

Unit equivalents can be obtained through VET qualifications and/or endorsed
programs. The maximum number of unit equivalents available through VET
and endorsed programs is four Year 11 units and four Year 12 units with a
maximum of four units with endorsed programs — two in Year 11 and two in
Year 12.
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Study options

Year 11 gives you the opportunity to choose courses that reflect your strengthiatanests, and
support your career aspirations. If you enjoy the coungas study, you arenore likely to do well in
them.

The Authority provides a wide range of courses and programs for Year 11 and ¥aatelfts
Schools make decisions about which courses and programs they will offer. These dacesluased
on a range bfactors such as resources, staffing and community need.

There are four types of WACE courgdsTAR, General, VET industry specifickahdation
courses.

WACE courses

Australian Tertiary Admission Rank (ATAR) courses

ATAR courses are designed for gnts who ardypicallyaiming to enrol in a university course
directly from school. These courses will be examined by the Authority and contribute to the
achievement of an ATAR. You must sit the final examination to complete the course.

General courses

General courses are designed for students who tgpcallyaiming to enter vocationally based
training or the workforcalirectlyfrom school. These courses will not be examined byAthiority.
However, they each have an externally set task (EST) in X edridh is set bthe Authority.

Vocational Education and Training (VET) industry specific courses

These courses are designed for studagtscallyaiming to enter further vocationally based training
or the workforcedirectlyfrom school. They include alf Australian Qualification FrameworkQF
gualification, mandatoryvorkplace learning and contribute to the Certificate Il requirement for a
WACE. VERdustry specific courses count towards your WACE as course unit credit, which allows
you to includemore VET in your secondary education program.

Foundation courses

Foundation courses are designed for students who have not been able to demonstraéniieum
standard of literacy and/or numeracy before Year 11 and are unlikely to defsce the end of
Year 12 without significant levels of support.

These courses are not designed, nor intended, to be an alternative senior secpattamay. They
are not externally examined. However, they each have an EST in Yehichds set by the
Authority.

These cotses provide a focus on functional literacy and numeracy skills, practicairelatkd
experience and the opportunity to build personal skills that are important foalifwork.

Theonly students who may enrol in Foundation courses in Semester 1 ofl¥eare thosavho
have not yet demonstrated the minimum standard of literacy and/or numeracy b loeof
Year 10.

Students who have demonstrated the minimum standard of literacy and/or numerattyelsnd of
Year 1CGare noteligible to enrol in the Fawdation courses in Year 11.

Sudents who have not demonstrated the minimum literestgndard are permitted to enrol in both
the List Aand List B Foundation coursasd, if theliteracy standard is not achieved before the end
of Semester 1 o¥Year 11, remia enrolled inFoundation courses until the end of Year 12.

Preliminary coursedo not contribute to achievement of the WACE. Students who meet the
requirements of Unit Completion for Preliminary course units will have their progress documented
in their WASSA.

VETandendorsed programs

VET qualifications are for students wishing to participateationally recognised training. All VET
gualificationsrequire registered training organisation (RTO) delivasgesment and quality control
under the relevant VEfegulatory body. A Certificate Il or higheoize option for meeting the
requirementsto achieve a WACE.
